For ex-
ample, someinstrument are played by blowing air into them. These are called
wind instruments. Some of these are said to be of the woodwind family.
Examples of woodwind instruments are the flute, the clarinet and the bas-
soon. Other instruments are made of grass; the trumpet and horn, for ex-
ample. There are aso various other wind instruments such as the mounth-
organ and the bagpipes.
