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Introduction

For the qualitative improvement and for creating solid foundation for the study of
English, Maths, Science etc. Tilak Maharashtra Vidyapeeth arranges for the school based
examinations for English, Maths, Science, Sanskrit and Marathi. These exams are conducted
in the months of February/September. These exams are conducted for giving an opportunity
to the masses and in continuous and comprehensive evaluation form. These exams are
popular in students as they are useful and supplement to the syllabus prepared by the
Government. These exams have proved to be motivational for the merit list of the school
examinations. Students have proudly mentioned that these exams have helped a great deal for
the school end examination. For many years the university is trying to improve the quality of
the performance of the students through these examinations.

Separate exams are conducted for Higher level English for the English
medium/Higher level for the Convent schools and lower level for Marathi medium students.

As per the demand of many schools along with Sanskrit exams are also conducted for
Hindi. For creating interest and getting knowledge in the foreign subjects right from school
age exams are being conducted for Japanese and German. Students should be able to speak,
read and write and prepare for Government certificate exams of Japanese and German these
exams are conducted. Maximum students should take the advantage of this activity. Detailed
information regarding these exams is given here.

Features of school based Examinations

1. Every year approximately from more than lakh students from 2000 schools in and out
of Maharashtra appear for school based examination conducted by the university.
About 90 exams in different subjects from Std. IV to Std. X are conducted twice in
year in separate terms.

2. Attractive Prizes: in every examination of every subject for the first two rank holders
attractive prizes are given. Moreover, passing certificate is given to all the candidates.
Teachers of the candidate securing the first rank in each subject are felicitated by
awarding a special certificate for guiding.

3. Honorarium for the teachers: For the service charges to the schools for conducting the
examination and honorarium for guiding the students 25% amount is given.
Therefore, the schools don’t have to bear any financial losses or expences.

4. Japanese language Certificate examination and guidance: The schools demanding for
the guiding material for the German and Japanese subject are given CDs as
educational material. (Contact for more information) About 4 exams are conducted
for Japanese and German.

Very important information
Some important information regarding the schools based examinations conducted by
the university are as follows

e A sschool is awarded a center if it has an enrollment of minimum 25 students in all for
allthe subjects.

e Schools having even less than 25 students appearing for examination will be awarded
a center only with a condition that they will not be entitled to get the service charges
of the center and the honorarium of the teachers. They will have to remit the total
fees.

e Students from the schools that are not having examination center can appear as the
external candidate from any nearby school where there is examination center. (Classes
guiding for these exams can enroll for these exams)
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New center and center No.

1. If a school wishes to set up a center it should submit a request letter of application
with the following points along with the list of students. They need not send a letter of
center allotted to them earlier. Points for applying for initiating a new center: Name of
the school, complete address (At and Post, Tal. Dist., Pin code, landline No. mobile
No, email ID), Complete name of School (Center) in-charge/Headmaster, total
strength of the school medium of the school (Primary and Secondary) whether you get
regular post/courier in your town? Does a school have a computer lab?

2. After the getting the permanent registration of the center from the university, it should
be mentioned on every list and all the correspondence. For every examination the
school will have only one examination center No. Mention the registration number
and the school name on all the correspondence.

While sending the list and the fees

1. As per the format suggested the list of students appearing for the different exams
along with the essential fees should be sent or otherwise an attachment of list should
be sent to e mail: tmvshaleyaprasar@gmail.com. For the quick action and
communication mail will be used hereafter. You are also requested to correspond
through email ID. Lists sent in written form should be neatly written. List should be
prepared using the following points: Name of the School, Complete address of the
school, Pin code, telephone landline No., Mobile No., email ID, subject of the
examination and name of the examination, Code number of examination, (Refer to the
fees chart) Center No. Name of the subject teacher (for felicitating the merit holder
students teacher and the contribution of the varied programmes conducted by the
University) Separate names of the teachers, monile Nos. should be given in case of
different standards, school medium — Marathi/ English/ Hindi (The list should be
excel sheet with Surname, name, father’s name should be typed in the separate
columns)

2. While sending the list of students appearing for English and Marathi Higher
level/Lower level should be properly mentioned.

3. Computerised list of the names of the students should be done in English and in
Capital letters only. The list should categorically mention whether the school is
English medium or Marathi medium.

About fees

The university has developed a simple form to smoothen the process of
payment of fees. (Refer to the fees chart) Schools should take the maximum
advantage of the divisional offices so as to avoid the post and courier charges. While
sending the list as in the format prescribed either in the consolidated form of all the
examinations or separate as per the subjects (as per the convenience of the school).
Fees should be submitted considering the points mentioned here. Name of the school,
complete address of the school, pin code, telephone landline, mobile No. e mail, name
of the examination, examination code No. center No.

Care to be taken while sending the fees
1. Fees should be send by Demand Draft from any Nationalised bank, Pune branch in
the name of the secretary, Tilak Maharashtra Vidyapeeth, Pune along with the lists
should be send to the Shaleya Prasar Examination Department. Apart from DD you
can also transfer money from the local branches, in the account of UCO Bank account
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No 16840100006111 (IFC Code UCBA0001684) and Bank of Maharashtra T. M. V.
Colony account No. 20027052461 (IFC Code MAHB0000320).

2. Keep the photocopy of the amount paid by money transfer with you and submit the
original copy along with the list of students and the details of the fees to Shaleya
Prasar Examination Department of the university. List of the students will be accepted
only along with the receipt of the fees paid. Cheque and money order will not be
accepted.

3. The lists and payment in cash will be accepted in the office of the university from
Monday to Friday 10 am to 1 pm and 2 pm to 4 pm and on Saturday from 10 am to
12. Contact the Divisional offices for the timing for the submission of lists and
payment of fees.

4. In the fees chart (Page No 9 to 11) * column 1. Fees to be taken from the students **
column 2 amount to be retained with the schools column 3 fees to be submitted to the
university (column 2 includes the percentage of honorarium to the teacher + service
charges+ center in-charge honorarium) Note: Students appearing late will have to pay
total fees (Rs 80, 90) and also will have to pay late fee charges of Rs. 15, and for
dance examination late fees will be Rs 30.

Before and after the examination

1. After the receipt of the list the University/Divisional Office will send subject wise and
examination wise list of the students along with their seat number (attendance sheet-
blue envelop which is in the khaki package of answer sheets) and the essential answer
books (Question paper and the answer book is the same) will be given at least 5 days
before conducting the exam. Before the exam confirm that the blue envelop attached
to the khaki package contains the list of the students as sent by you. Conduct the
exams as decided by the University time table.

2. The students attending the exam should be asked to sign in the attendance sheet. The
absent student should be marked as ABSENT in red ink. At the eleventh hour do not
allow any student to appear on the seat number of the absent candidate. It will not be
accepted. There should not be any scribbling on the attendance sheet. If there is no
name of the candidate in the list and the student is appearing directly at the time exam
his/her complete name and late fees should be sent along with the answer books. This
candidate should be given the last seat number on the attendance sheet of the
examination and should be marked as A/ B/ C For example if the last seat No. is 101
then the next candidate seat No. should be 101 A. Second student should be marked
as 101 B, accordingly the seat numbers should be provided. If there is any change in
the name in the attendance sheet, then the mistake like name/word/letter should be
encircled in red and suggest the change or send a separate list with wrong name and
the corrected name. Passed students are given certificates with these names so the
teachers should take care about the names of the students.

3. The answer books and attendance forms should be submitted on the next day of exam
to the University or the Divisional office by the post or by a courier. Answer sheets
should not be sent by S. T. parcel.

4. All queries and complaints regarding results should be registered with the 2 months to
the University’s Shaleya Pariksha Prasar. All the answer books are written off before
the commencement of the next examination.

5. Within 20 days after the declaration of the result applications for the verification of
answer sheets will be accepted by the headmaster or center in-charge. Along with
application Rs 30 per answer sheet is to be sent. For duplicate certificate Rs 50 each
are charged.
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6. Centers should use email for the quick service. Please note all the information and
cooperate with the University for the smooth functioning of the exams.

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Divisional Office

1. In the selected district places divisional offices/university branches have been
established so as to facilitate the process and to avoid the expenses on posting and
courier, late submission and uncertainty. The detailed information is given in the
beginning of the booklet.

2. Following service is made available at these centers for the centers in the
area/district schools. *acceptance of lists and fees *distribution of examination
material to the schools and centers *visit the schools/centers during the
examination *accept the answer papers after conducting the examination and
distribute the result and certificates to the concerned schools *sell of books, arrange
for the get together programmes and workshops*represent the university in order
to solve the doubts, problems and notices received.

3. Schools in the premises should contact the district or area wise divisional offices
instead of the University or the Department.

4. The centers not having any divisional office nearby should contact the Pune based
head office.

5. The University exercises complete control over all the activities of the divisional
offices. They work on behalf of the University and as such are paid honorarium for all
their work. The schools therefore do not need to make any other payment besides
the University charges to the divisional offices. Divisional offices will be set up in
other areas in the future as per the need.

Promotion

In order to promote the examinations conducted by the University in the different subjects
to more schools students the University appoints the promotors. The persons appointed for
promotion will be given honorarium depending on the number of students from the
different schools. The interested persons should contact through telephone or inperson.
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
